Health Access, a statewide organization, serves as the statewide 
coordinator for Health Care for America NOW and advocates for 
quality, affordable health care for all Californians. Health care 
reform was signed into law on March 23, 2010 and is now the law 
of the land. Nancy's slides covered: 

 Why California NEEDS the provisions in health reform, 
 What consumer protections exist in the new health law, 
 What changes will take place for Californians WITH 

health insurance who either: buy it themselves through 
"individual insurance", get it through employers or get it 
through Medicare 

 What changes will take place for Californians WITHOUT 
health insurance 

 How Medi-Cal will be expanded and improved 

And timelines for all above. 
 

Individuals up to 133% of poverty ($14,400 currently) will be able 
to get Medi-Cal; above that, they will be able to buy subsidized 
health coverage if their income is up to 400% of the poverty 
level. Only after that is the subsidy removed.

Information about 11 pending bills to implement health care 
reform in California was covered (see list of bills passed at 
Health Access or MCHA's website). 
 

Most compelling for naysayers and for the upcoming elections 
may be the provisions that have ALREADY been put into place. 
These are important to cite for those who would repeal the 
Patient Protection Act, or who think it is somehow a negative for 
a politician to have voted for it: 

 No Discrimination Against Children with Existing Illnesses: 
insurers must cover any child with a preexisting illness 
such as asthma or diabetes (but, see how many insurers 
dropped child-only plans in response, and how 
California's passage of AB 2244 (Feuer) would inflict 
heavy penalties if insurance companies do this.) 

 Young adults Covered Until Age 26: Young adults can stay 
on their parents' plan (if parents' plan covers kids) until 
they turn 26. 

 Insurance Companies Prohibited from Dropping Coverage 
Because of Illness: Insurance companies may no longer 
place a lifetime limit on coverage and can't stop paying 
for your care if you develop a costly condition such as 
cancer. 

 Eliminates Lifetime Limits on Insurance Coverage: 
Insurance companies will not be able to place dollar 
limits on essential benefits such as hospital stays. 

 Preventive Care: Insurance will cover preventive services 
such as annual check-ups, mammograms, immunizations 
for kids, or cancer screenings. 

 Prescription Drug Relief for Seniors: $250 

rebate checks are being sent to seniors when they hit the 
Medicare Part D preseciption coverage "donut hole" 

 Funding Prevention: a new $15 fund will 
invest in preventive measures to keep Californian's 
Healthy, such as programs to prevent obesity. 

 Primary Care Workforce Training: 
provides scholarships and tax incentives for becoming a 
doctor, nurse or other health care provider

Medi-Cal Hospital-Grade Breast Pumps 

In the past, a woman has had to demonstrate that she is unable 

to use a manual pump before Medi-Cal will approve a hospital-

grade electric pump.  Thanks to great advocacy a new provider 

bulletin has been issued that establishes that a hospital-grade 

pump may be issued in other circumstances, after a Treatment 

Authorization Request is obtained; the last reason being the 

most likely. See #9 in the October Medi-Cal Provider Bulletin 

HERE 

 The mother has a medical condition that requires 
treatment of her breast milk before infant feeding; or 

 The mother is receiving chemotherapy or other therapy 
with pharmaceutical agents that render her breast milk 
unsuitable for infant feeding; or 

 The infant developed a medical condition or requires 
hospitalization that precludes direct nursing at the breast 
on a regular basis.

Background 
The Emergency Food and Shelter Program (EFSP) program 
provides supplemental support to more than 12,000 nonprofit 
and public food banks, shelters, feeding programs, and 
homelessness prevention organizations in nearly 2,500 counties 
and cities in America. The support is distributed locally and is 
apportioned by the National Board based on a formula that takes 
into account the unemployment and poverty rates of a 
community.   
EFSP was established within the emergency jobs appropriations 
bill of 1983 (P.L. 98-8).  The legislation was based, in significant 
part, on Congress' findings that the then economic recession 
resulted in nearly 14 million unemployed persons, including 
those no longer searching for work, and that it is "very strongly" 
in the national interest for the federal government to provide 
for neglected needs of the nation including humanitarian 
assistance to the indigent and homeless.  By comparison, the

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unemployment picture is far worse today and the needs of 
struggling Americans more pressing then in 1983. As of August 
2010, the Department of Labor reported that there were 17.3 
million persons unemployed, including those who have given up 
searching for work, and an additional 8.9 million part-time 
workers, who want, but cannot find, full-time gainful 
employment. 
  
Despite the prolonged economic downturn, the Administration 
has sought a $100 million (50%) cut in the program's next 
allocation (FY2011).  Currently, the House draft of the Homeland 
Security Appropriations bill for FY2011 contains level funding of 
$200 million, the amount we are seeking.  However, the Senate's 
draft bill, as approved by the full Appropriations Committee, 
allocates only $150 million, the equivalent of a 25% cut.  In real 
terms, a 25% cut would lead to a combined loss of approximately 
22.6 million meals served; 1.5 million nights of lodging provided; 
38 thousand rent/mortgage bills paid; and 82 thousand utility 
payments made. 
  
EFSP continues to be an efficient and effective component of 

the federal government's response to homelessness and food 

insecurity.   

MCHA's Oral Health Advocacy for Pregnant Women and 

Children Project 

Are you confused about just what dental care is available for 
pregnant women or have issues or concerns about dental care 
accessibility and quality for kids in various coverage programs or 
available to uninsured kids?  MCHA and the Community Clinic 
Association of LA County have launched the Oral Health 
Advocacy for Pregnant Women and Children Project, funded by 
First5 LA's Community Opportunities Fund, and for pregnant 
women by a community needs grant from California Hospital 
Medical Center.  Our long-term outcome is that families'access 
to appropriate OHC resources and utilization of preventive and 
therapeutic dental health services is increased.  Working toward 
that involves improving awareness and use of dental benefits for 
pregnant women that still exist, despite cuts in oral health care 
for most adults.   

MCHA is sending a mailing this month to every Denti-Cal provider 
in the county about dental benefits for pregnant women under 
Denti-Cal. The mailing consists of a survey, helpful chart about 
benefits, poster order form CLICK HERE and state bulletins.  We 
are also looking at organizational protocols for dental care, 
conducting educational presentations and meetings and assisting 
individual pregnant women to find oral health care.  For more

Governor signs budget 100 days late  
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The Governor used line-item veto authority to eliminate $1.3 
billion in spending included in the 2010-11 budget agreement 
passed by the Legislature.  Among the most egregious cuts are 
$256 million in Stage 3 child care funds, eliminating child care 
for about 55,000 children whose families have successfully 
transitioned off CalWORKS.  This cut will take place Nov. 1.  He 
eliminated all funding for the Community-Based Services 
Program (CBSP), which generally serves low-income seniors; cut 
funding for community clinics by $10.0 million; reduced funding 
that counties use to determine individuals' eligibility for Medi-
Cal by $22.0 million; cut $5 million from the Maternal, Child, 
and Adolescent Health Program;  
eliminated all state funding - $18.0 million - for drug treatment 
for nonviolent, low-level drug offenders provided through the 
Offender Treatment Program and cut $52.1 million from the 
Office of AIDS for local assistance programs. For more budget 
information, see:
