
Breast Cancer Early Detection Program (BCEDP) 

The Breast Cancer Early Detection Program (BCEDP) is funded through a two-cent tax on tobacco 

products in California.  BCEDP aims to reduce death from breast cancer among low-income women in 

California by providing access to screening and diagnostic services. 

Who is eligible? 

 Women 40 or over and who live in California (have California residency). 

What is the income limit? 

 BCEDP is available to women with income at or below 200% of the Federal Poverty Level who are 

not covered by Medi-Cal, Medicare, or any other health insurance, or who can’t afford their Share of 

Cost or insurance co-pay.

What does it cost? 

 There is no cost to women who qualify for the program. 

What is the resource limit? 

 Resources are not counted. 

Does immigration status matter? 

 No.  A woman must be a California resident. 

What papers are needed to apply? 
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 Women may apply through a toll-free number 1-800-511-2300 or sometimes at BCEDP provider 

offices.  If women call the toll free number, they are sent the application along with a list of 

providers to call for an appointment.   Some form of ID is necessary to give the provider, but income 

is self-stated. 

Where can women apply for BCEDP and how long does it take to get approved? 

 Women apply through the toll-free number.  The application takes about 3-4  days to receive in the 

mail and is considered “pre-approved” before the woman goes to the provider office and fills out the 

rest of the application concerning medical history.   

 What services are provided? 

 BCEDP provides annual screenings and diagnostic services, as needed, for women 40 years and 

older, or 50 years and older with prior history of breast cancer.  

 For treatment, there is a limited fund to cover services for a maximum of 18 months.  Providers 

contact the fund to cover their patients, or women can call a toll free number for information about 

possible available treatment at 1-888-921-7465. 

THERE ARE 14 LOCAL BCEDP PARTNERSHIPS OF AGENCIES WORKING ON BREAST CANCER THAT PROVIDE 

INFORMATION ABOUT THE BCEDP PROGRAM AND BREAST HEALTH RESOURCES.  TO GET THE NUMBER OF

How do women get services? 

 By calling one of the providers given to them over the telephone or on the list sent to them from the 

toll-free number and making an appointment. 

 The BCEDP program will call women back at least twice to ensure that they were able to get a 

timely appointment and receive services. 

Does using the BCEDP program hurt a womanôs chances of adjusting their immigration status? 

 No, using BCEDP or other health services should not affect the woman’s immigration status.  The 

BCIS (INS) is supposed to look at the totality of circumstances: whether the person is working, 

his/her income and skills, how long s/he may have received a cash grant and for what purposes and 

what the person’s future looks like. 

What can a woman do if she has a problem getting services from BCEDP?
