HEALTHY WAY LA Unmatched

Healthy Way LA Unmatched is a program that provides free care at Los Angeles County
Community Partner clinics for those who are not eligible for full scope Medi-Cal or Covered
California.

Who is eligible?

e Individuals who are residents of Los Angeles County and are not eligible for full scope
Medi-Cal or for coverage under Covered California.

What is the income limit?
e Family income must be less than 133% of the Federal Poverty Level.

What about resource limits?
e There is no resource test.

Does immigration status matter?
e Undocumented residents may be eligible for Healthy Way LA’s “unmatched” program at
Community Partner clinics. At Los Angeles County Department of Health Services
facilities “unmatched” members will receive services through ATP.
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What papers are needed to apply?
e Proof of Income, proof of Los Angeles county residency (an I.D., utility bill, rent receipt
or post-marked U.S. mail).

What services are offered?
e Healthy Way LA Unmatched covers primary care services and some medications.
e Specialty care and in-patient hospital care must be accessed at an LA County DPH
facility through ATP.
e Limited dental benefits are available under the “unmatched” program at some community
clinics and through ATP at LA County DHS facilities.

How/Where do people get services?
e Services are provided at Los Angeles County Community Partner Clinics.

clinics”.

Where do people apply?
e At a Community Partner Clinic.
