If you were pregnant at any time since April 2020, your Medi-Cal
should not have ended or your benefits been reduced. This is due to
protections during the COVID Public Health Emergency. No one should
lose their Medi-Cal or MCAP coverage. You are automatically covered
for all medically necessary care, plus dental and mental health, during
pregnancy and after. Immigration status doesn't matter.

But you should report the pregnancy or birth to the county to help make
sure providers can see you have full coverage. This will also help make

sure your full Medi-Cal continues for 12 months post-pregnancy, even
after the COVID-19 PHE is over.
